ORDINANCE NO. 188

EAST NORRITON TOWNSHIP
MONTGOMERY COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING AND LICENSING RETAIL SALES OF
TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY IN RESIDENTIALLY ZONED
DISTRICTS TO BE KNOWN AS THE GARAGE SALE ORDINANCE.

The Board of Supervisors of the Township of East Norriton, Montgomery
County, Pennsylvania, under and by virtue of the authority granted by the
Second Class Township Code, do hereby enact and ordain the following:

Section 1. Purpose
To regulate and license retail sales of tangible personal property in
residentially zoned districts.

Section 2. Definitions

a. Garage sale shall mean and include all sales entitled "garage sale",
"yard sale", "lawn sale", "attic sale', "rummage sale", "flea market"
or any similar casual sale of at least five (5) items of tangible
personal property which is advertised by any means whereby the public
at large is or can be made aware of said sale.

b. Person shall mean and include individuals, families, groups of
individuals or families, voluntary associations and corporations.

c. Tangible personal property - real property that has not been especial-
ly obtained for the purpose of the garage sale.

Section 3. Licensing

Two garage sales shall be permitted each calendar year without license,
however, a garage sale license shall be required for all subsequent sales.
Application for a garage sale license shall be made on a form provided by
the East Norriton Township Zoning Officer. No garage sale may be con-
ducted for more than three (3) comnsecutive calendar days. TFee for each
license shall be $10.00.

Section 4. Signs

a. One (1) 4 square foot sign shall be allowed on site only.

b. Two (2) 2 square foot signs shall be allowed off site upon payment
of a $25.00 escrow fee to insure removal of the signs. Signs can
be displayed no more than 48 hours after the sale has ended. If off
site signs are not removed within 48 hours, they may be removed by
the Zoning Officer and the escrow fee will be forfeited.

Section 5. Time
Garage sales may be conducted during daylight hours only.

Section 6. Traffic
Traffic control of vehicles and customers shall be the responsibility of
the property owner holding the sale.

This garage sale ordinance is to allow sales in a residential district
for 72 hours only and does not permit. unlimited commercial sales on the
property of the applicant, nor can a garage sale license be construed as
a zoning change for the property involved. The provisions of this
ordinance shall not apply to persons selling goods pursuant to an order
or process of a Court of Competent Jurisdiction or persons acting in
accordance with their powers and duties as public officials.




Section 7. Penalty

Anyone who violates any of the provisions of this Ordinance, upon
conviction before a District Justice within the magisterial district of
which the Township of East Norriton is a part shall be fined not less than
twenty-five dollars ($25.00) and not more than three-hundred dollars
($300,00) for such violation.

In default of the payment of any fine, such person shall be liable for
imprisonment of not more than ten (10) days in Montgomery County Prison.
Whenever any violator shall be notified by a representative of the
Township or by service of summens or prosecution or in any other way

that such violation has been committed, each day that the violator shall
continue in such violation shall constitute a separate offense punishable
by fine or penalty.
