RESOLUTION APPROVING A TRANSFER OF A RETAIL LIQUOR LICENSE TO |
THE TOWNSHIP FROM ANOTHER MUNICIPALITY

WHEREAS, recent amendments to the Liquor Code have allowed transfers of retail
liquor licenses within Montgomery County from one municipality to another under certain
circumstances; and

WHERFEAS, under said amendments to the Liquor Code, any such transfer must be
approved by the receiving municipality, and the receiving municipality is required to hold a
hearing upon the request for any such transfer; and

WHEREAS, the Township has received a request for approval of a transfer from another
municipality in Montgomery County of a retail liquor license to premises located at 87 East
Germantown Pike, East Norriton Township, Montgomery County, Pennsylvania, and

WHEREAS, on March 27, 2001, the Township conducted the required hearing for the
purpose of receiving comments and recommendations of interested individuals residing within the
municipality with respect to the request for transfer.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that, based upon the evidence produced at
the hearing held on March 27, 2001, the Board finds that the transfer of the retail hquor license as
described above will not adversely affect the welfare, health, peace and morals of East Norriton
Township or its residents and that, accordingly, the request for the transfer of a retail liquor
license to premises located 87 East Germantown Pike, East Norriton Township, Montgomery
County, Pennsylvania be and hereby is approved.
