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COMMON RESIDENTIAL CORRECTIONS  
                
 
 

·  A four-foot high fence per code around swimming pools & hot tubs w/ approved self locking gate which open 
away from pool area doors alarms where applicable must sound for 30 sec. (ASTM 1346-F cover for hot tubs) 

·  The sewer vent must be water tight and be 6" above surrounding grade or in parking areas use approved cover. 
·  No trees over street (Min 18ft) or sidewalk (Min 8ft) or shrubs may encroach upon the sidewalk. 
·  All sidewalks must be in good condition, free of large cracks, crevices and tripping hazards.          
·  House numbers affixed to exterior with 3 inch contrasting color, which are visible from roadway.   
·  Step riser shall not be greater than 7 ¾ inch and tread shall not be less than 10 inches. 
·  Electric service inside/outside properly secured and wiring in good condition not frayed. 
·  No more than 2-layers of roofing shingles allowed. 
·  Mailboxes may not extend beyond back face of curb line. 

 
 
 

·  A GFCI protected outlet must be installed in all half-baths, powder rooms, etc.  Any outlet within 6 feet of a 
water source (baths, sink, spigot, etc.) and all outlets in garages, unfinished basement and exterior outlets must be 
GFCI protected.    

·  A single dedicated outlet must be provided for washers and sump pump(s). 
·   Electrical boxes and fixtures to be secure and covered.  Each electrical breaker must be labeled with permanent 

marker, blank breakers must be blocked and wall around electrical box to be of sound material. 
·  All doors leading to the house from the garage shall be a fire rated door (1 3/8" thick solid wood or Type “B”). 
·  Garage walls and ceilings adjoining living space (horizontal or vertical) require a 1 hour fire rating.  
·  No fireplace in bedroom unless manufactured (approved) for this type of installation. 
·  A smoke detector in each bedroom and on each level of dwelling, including basement. 
·  All gas appliances require a shut-off valve in the same room within 6 feet of the appliance.  
·  Windows and doors must open easily (not painted shut or sticking doors).  Living areas min. 6’- 8” headroom. 
·  All walls and ceilings to be secure, sound and in good shape (not falling off). 
·  A minimum of one (1) type ABC fire extinguisher 5 lb. minimum required.   
·  A mechanical exhaust fan to the exterior is required in bathrooms and half-baths without an operable window.

   
 
 

·  No sleeping areas below grade unless approved second means of egress is provided. 
·  The underside of basement stairs must be fire protected w/ ½ inch drywall  
·  Heating oil tank piping must be black iron or copper w/ brazed (yellow color) fittings (Plastic Prohibited).  All 

other types of piping (water, sewer, gas, oil) must have tight seals and be sealed at exterior wall(s). 
·  No sump pump(s)/down spouts may discharge to the sanitary sewer system.   
·  Secured handrail/guardrail (mid-rail in basement) required on all stairs and to be continuous between landings.  
·  All heater vent connections must have 6" clearance from combustibles material and be in good condition. 
·  The relief valve(s) for hot water heater/boiler must have drain pipe extending to within 6 inches of the floor. 
·  Dryer vent discharge to be no longer than 25 foot in length and to be of non-combustible material (no plastic).         
·  No leaking fixtures or drain pipes, all shuts offs are to work properly.   
·  A heater inspection certificate for all gas/oil fired units - STATING UNIT IS IN SAFE WORKING ORDER.  

Heater inspection certificate must be dated within 45 days of settlement. 
·  Steps or landing 30 inches or more above EXISTING  ground requires 36 inch high properly installed railing(s).  
·  No down spouts/roof leaders/sump pumps, etc., shall be directly discharged onto adjacent property. 
·  Inspection Certificate for on-site septic systems requires Third-Party Inspector. 
·  Residential fuel oil tanks – not leaking or in poor (corrosion) condition. 
·  Sewer lateral must be inspected by the Township; deficiencies found must be repaired as required.
