In July of 1995, East Norriton Township adopted agimrance requiring the licensing and inspection of
rental properties. Licenses must be applied ardi fpaino later than July=Iof each year. The cost of the license is
$15.00per unit per year. An application is attached.

A new Use and Occupancy Permit is required for eantal unit before a new tenant occupies the
unit. There is no additional fee required to applytfe U&O Permit.

Before the U&O Permit is approved, the unit mustrispected by the Township and the unit must be
currently licensed. Application should be made wtienknowledge of a vacancy is gained, to eliminatayden
moving new tenants. The township requires a minimuticeof seven days to schedule the initial inspactio
The need for any corrective actions will requirdiidnal inspections to verify completion. More than
reinspection will require the payment of an addaibfee.

The Township must be notified of the name and S&galrity Number of each tenant more than 18
years of age and their addresses or unit numbaeasits are rented.

It is the intention of the Township to actively erte all ordinances. Failure to comply with thisaowy
ordinance may result in the issuance of citatignsou$1,000.00 per violation with each day beingpasate
offense.

Lead-Based Paint Disclosure Ruling Now in Effect

A new federal law requires that home buyers and renters receive agfidamation before buying,
renting or renovating housing constructed priot938 The reason is that many houses and apartments
built prior to 1978 have lead-based paint. This new rule will help inform about nine milliorsrantethree
million home buyers annually.

"Lead: Requirements for Disclosure of Known Lead-Based Paint and/oBasadl Paint Hazards in
Housing," published jointly last spring by the Environmental Protection Agendy) (&Rl the Department
of housing and Urban Development (HUD), dictates that the public receives known indororatead-
based paint and lead-based paint hazards during sales and rentals of housing built before Ad@#8rd-of
more than four residential dwellings, the requirements went into effect Septénml996; for owners of one
to four residential dwellings, the requirements went into effect December 6, 199érs Band renters now
receive specific information on lead-based paint in the housing as well asa peaephlet with practical,
low cost tips on identifying and controlling lead-based paint hazards. Sellersytinahd their agents are
responsible for providing this information to the buyer or renter prior to sale or [Easeuling applies to
all housing defined as "target housing," which includes most private housing, publicghtwasising
receiving federal assistance, and federally-owned housing built before 1978. ikpisdy three-quarters of
the nation’s housing built before 1978 (approximately 64 million dwellings) contains sat®ased paint.
Housing constructed after 1978 is not affected because the Consumer Safety RypudnEsion banned the
use of lead-based paint in housing in 1978.

Sellers and lessors of multiple-family housing structures must désai@slable lead information
about common areas such as stairwells, lobbies and laundry rooms so that familiesicambd about
preventive actions. Several types of housing are not affected by this rulingin€lele: zero-bedroom
units, such as efficiencies, lofts, studios and dormitories; leases of dweillisgpf 100 days of fewer, such
as vacation homes or short-term rentals; housing for the elderly or handicapped;hildess live there;
rental housing that has been inspected by a certified inspector and found to becfaelebafsied paint; and
foreclosure sales. The ruling also does not apply to commercial facilittdsas daycare centers and
nurseries, except where such facilities are part of a residentialrayvell
