East Norriton Township — Regular Meeting
April 17, 2018

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Supervisors of East Norriton Township was
called to order by the Chairman, Dennis DeSanto at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 17, 2018,
at the Township Municipal Building. Supervisors present were Dennis DeSanto, Kevin

McDevitt, Ashley DiPiero, Amanda Cappelletti and Joseph Gavanus.

After roll call, the Pledge of Allegiance was then recited by all in attendance.

Honorable Marc Alfarano swore in Probationary Police Officers Ryan Meinke and
Samantha Kaisinger. Chief of Police, Brandon Pasquale reviewed each probationary

officer’s background.

Chairman DeSanto announced that the Board of Supervisors met earlier this

evening in Executive Session to discuss matters of litigation and personnel.

Chairman DeSanto introduced the next item on the agenda, Approval of Meeting
Minutes. Ms. Cappelletti made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting

of March 27, 2018. The motion was seconded by Mrs. DiPiero and approved unanimously.

Chairman DeSanto introduced the next item on the agenda, Finance Reports for
March, 2018. Chairman DeSanto made a motion to approve the Finance Reports. The

motion was seconded by Mr. Gavanus and approved unanimously.

Chairman DeSanto introduced the next item on the agenda, Department Reports
for March, 2018. Chairman DeSanto made a motion to approve the Department Reports.

The motion was seconded by Mr. McDevitt and approved unanimously.

Chairman DeSanto asked if there were any comments from the Board of
Supervisors, Supervisor DiPiero thanked Chief Pasquale for offering the six week self-
defense class. Supervisor Cappelletti also thanked Chief Pasquale for the self-defense

class. Ms. Cappelletti wanted to bring to everyone’s attention that Ana’s Corner Store is

Chairman DeSanto then asked if there were any citizens to be heard, there were

none.

Ms. Cappelletti introduced the first item under “Old Business”, Bid Award for
Equipment Rental with Operators — Non-Prevailing Wage (Paving Equipment Only).
Director of Public Works, Douglas Jones, reviewed his memo dated April 12, 2018
recommending that the Board of Supervisors award the 2018 Equipment Rental with
Operators — Non-Prevailing Wage (Paving Equipment Only) contract to Dan Malloy Inc. in
the amount of $17,740.00. Mr. McDevitt made a motion to approve Mr. Jones’
recommendation. The motion was seconded by Ms. Cappelletti and approved

unanimously.

Mr. Gavanus introduced the first item under “New Business”, East Norriton Little
League Permit Fee Waiver Request. Code Enforcement/Zoning Director, Tiffany Loomis
reviewed a waiver of permit fees request received from East Norriton Little League to
install a new shed at Cole Manor Elementary School. Mrs. DiPiero made a motion to
approve the waiver of permit fees for East Norriton Little League. The motion was

seconded by Mr. Gavanus and approved unanimously.

Mrs. DiPiero introduced the next item on the agenda, Resident Agreement.
Township Manager, Robert Hart reviewed the agreement between Janet and Frederick
Wheeler and East Norriton Township in the amount of $3,906.35. Mr. McDevitt made a
motion to approve the resident agreement. The motion was seconded by Mrs. DiPiero

and approved unanimously.

Mr. Gavanus introduced the next item on the agenda, Set Tax Collector

Compensation. Township Manager, Robert Hart reviewed this item. Mr. Gavanus made
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a motion to set the Tax Collector compensation at four dollars and ten cents per tax bill.

The motion was seconded by Ms. Cappelletti and approved unanimously.

Township Manager, Robert Hart reported that Township staff communicated their
concerns to Montgomery County Road & Bridges about the issues surrounding the

Germantown Pike project at the CSX crossing which took place on March 315,

Chairman DeSanto read the Supervisors Schedule of Meetings from April 26, 2018
thru May 28, 2018.

Chairman DeSanto introduced the next item on the agenda, “Other Business”.

There were none.

Chairman DeSanto called on Township Manager, Robert Hart for the Managers
Update. Mr. Hart stated that this June/July the Township will be having Concerts in the
Park and a Movie Night. Chief of Police, Brandon Pasquale announced that East Norriton
Township will be having a week long, free Cop Camp for residents ages ten thru twelve

years old this summer.

Chairman DeSanto asked if there were any residents who wished to speak. Anne
Marie Filice of 902 Baker Drive expressed concerns about the speeding on Whitehall
Road. Chief of Police, Brandon Pasquale stated the police department will perform a
traffic study. Mrs. Filice also questioned the amount of power outages in her area. Susan
McLaughlin of 2926 Whitehall Road also expressed her concerns about the speeding on

Whitehall Road.

Mr. McDevitt made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 p.m.; the motion was
seconded by Mr. DiPiero and approved unanimously.
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
